Rotaract — The Organisation

Rotaract is an international organisation for the youth in the age category of 18 through 30
years, who believe they can make a difference. The purpose of Rotaract is to provide an
opportunity for young men and women to enhance the knowledge and skills that will assist
them in professional development, to address the physical and social needs of their
communities, and to promote better relations amongst all people worldwide through a
framework of friendship and service.

Rotaract was founded by Rotary International when Rotaract Club of North Charlotte was
chartered on 13th March 1968 at North Carolina. Today Rotaract continues to experience its
phenomenal growth. There are currently more than 7,500 Rotaract Clubs spread over 155
countries, with an estimated membership of more than 173,000 Rotaractors. The program
continues to grow making it a true global movement with motto of “Self Development
through Service and Fellowship”.

Rotaract came to India in 1968 with Rotaract Club of Secundarabad being chartered on 2nd
April 1968. Rotaract Club of Ambarnath became the first club to be chartered in R | District
3140 (then R | District 314) on August 6, 1968. The district has grown leaps and bounds since
then and today we boast of over 50 active clubs spanning the revenue districts of Mumbai,
Thane and Navi Mumbai, covering areas from CST to Badlapur, Bhiwandi to Shahapur,
Churchgate to Dahanu and Navi Mumbai. Initially named District 314, it was re-christened as
District 3140 in the year 91-92 with Rtr. Kumar lyer as the first DRR for the newly
nomenclatured District. The Rotaract Movement in Rl District 3140 is one of the most active
youth movement in and around South East Asia. We have been actively involved in
promoting Rotary International's ideals of fellowship, peace and understanding across the
globe.

Rotaract History

Rotaract, Rotary International's service club program for young adults ages 18-30, was
officially inaugurated

during January 1968 under R.I. President Luther Hodges.

On 13 March 1968, the Rotaract Club of the University of North Carolina, sponsored by the
Rotary Club of North Charlotte, North Carolina, USA, was the first Rotaract club to receive its
official charter. Although this club is recognized as the first Rotaract club, Rotarians have
been sponsoring similar organizations for young adults since the early 1920s.

The earliest known predecessors to Rotaract, Twenty-Thirty clubs, were first sponsored by
the Rotary Club of Sacramento, California, USA. The clubs were based on the principles and
goals of their sponsoring Rotary clubs, and membership was open to young professionals
and university students. The first meeting of a Twenty-Thirty club was held on 19 December
1922. At one point, the movement claimed as many as 125 clubs under the sponsorship of
California Rotary clubs, and published a monthly magazine.

In 1927, Round Table clubs were founded in Great Britain and Ireland. Membership in
Round Table clubs was open to young men ages 18 to 40, and by 1935, there more than 90
Round Table clubs existed. In November 1930, the first Apex club was formed in Geelong,
Australia. Apex clubs grew rapidly, expanding to more than 20 clubs in just a few years.
These clubs were sponsored by Rotary clubs, and were open to professionals and students
between the ages of 18 and 35.

Similar Rotary club-sponsored groups continued to spring up simultaneously and
independently around the globe. Unisserve clubs in India, Orbis clubs in South America,
Rotors clubs in South Africa, Paul Harris Circles in Europe, and Quadrant clubs in the United
States are some of the best-known examples. Eventually, these clubs would provide the
base for the future growth of Rotaract as the clubs adopted new names under the Rotaract
program.

Perhaps the greatest impetus for the creation of the Rotaract program came from Rotary's
youth service club for secondary school students, Interact clubs. Established in 1962, the
Interact program enjoyed immediate success. However, since membership was only open to
students in secondary schools, graduated Interactors and Rotarians were soon looking for
ways to extend their relationship. Several proposals were brought before the R. I. Board of
Directors to allow membership in Interact clubs to extend for a few years after graduation.
Instead of extending the age requirements for Interact, the Board decided to study the
feasibility of creating a new service club program for young adults at the university and
young professional level.

The decision to adopt the Rotaract program came at a time when student protests
worldwide were of growing concern to Rotarians. The Rotaract program was adopted not

only as means of keeping former Interactors within the Rotary family, but as a means of
channeling the energies of young adults into positive activities that could benefit their
communities. A special committee was convened to design the new service club program
for young adults during 1966. After polling students at the University of Houston, Texas,
USA, the committee decided that "Rotaract" would be the best name for the program - a
combination of the words "Rotary" and "action." Coincidentally, the service club at the
University of North Carolina had already adopted the name in 1966, but they coined it as a
combination of the names "Rotary" and "Interact." The committee also decided that young
women should be allowed to join on equal standing with male members at the discretion of
the sponsoring Rotary club.

Within a day of the certification of the Rotaract Club of the University of North Carolina, the
Rotaract Club of the University of La Salle was chartered in Tacubaya, Mexico. The Rotaract
Clubs of Florence, Italy, Gaston College, North Carolina, and Secunderabad, India, were all
certified in the following weeks. The young adults' clubs that had already existed in many
regions fueled the rapid growth of Rotaract for the first few years.

By 1981, Rotaract was so popular that Rotaractors in South Africa decided to host the first
INTEROTA conference, an international meeting for all Rotaractors. Subsequent conferences
have been held every three years. To date, INTEROTA conferences have been hosted by
Rotaractors in Australia, Brazil, England, Mexico, South Africa, and Turkey. International
meetings for Rotaractors are also held every year at the Rotaract Preconvention Meeting
that precedes Rotary's annual convention. The first such meeting was held in Seoul, Korea,
in 1989, with more than 450 Rotaractors in attendance.

Several developments in the early 1990s helped strengthen the Rotaract movement. In
February 1991, the first Rotaract club in Eastern Europe was chartered in Budapest,
Hungary, with the help of Austrian Rotaractors. Ties with Eastern Europe were further
strengthened when the same Austrian Rotaractors helped charter the Rotaract Club of
Prague in what was then Czechoslovakia later in 1991. In March 1992, the R.l.Board
established World Rotaract Week, which is celebrated annually during the week of 13 March
to commemorate the chartering of the first Rotaract club. During World Rotaract Week,
Rotaractors attend meetings with their sponsoring Rotary clubs, undertake joint service
projects, and speak with clubs that do not sponsor Rotaract clubs about the benefits of the
program.

Since 1968, Rotaractors have continually shown that they can be an innovative and positive
force for change in their communities. Service activities commonly undertaken include
projects to improve the environment, visits with the elderly or disabled, blood or organ
donation campaigns, and aid to developing countries. One example of the ingenuity
employed by Rotaractors is a project undertaken by the Rotaract Clubs of Heemstede and
Hillegom-Lissee, the Netherlands, in 1987. In order to raise funds for PolioPlus, Rotaractors
from the two clubs designed an amphibious cycle that would cross the English Channel
under the power of 36 Rotaractors. The campaign raised US$210,000 for PolioPlus and
earned the Rotaractors a place in the Guinness Book of World Records for their speedy
crossing.

Today, Rotaract continues to experience phenomenal growth. There are currently more
than 7,500 Rotaract clubs in more than 155 countries, with an estimated membership of
more than 173,000 Rotaractors. As the program continues to grow, Rotaractors repeatedly
show that they are prepared for "Fellowship Through Service.”

Paul Harris

Paul Percival Harris
Born: 19 April 1868
Died: 27 January 1947

Paul Harris, a lawyer, was the founder of Rotary, the world's largest first international service club.
Paul was born in Racine, Washington USA on 19th April, 1868. He was the second of six children to
mother Cornelia and father George Howard Harris. Married to Jean Thomson, the couple had no
children. He received the Bachelor of Physical Culture and LLD degree from the University of Vermont
and the LLB degree from the University of Lowa. He received and honorary Ph.D in 1933 from the
University of Vermont. Paul was simple person, but quest for knowledge made him delay in starting
Law practice. He decided to travel and gain new experiences of life in the next five years. During this
period he traveled all US and England and also did a variety of jobs.

In 1896, he set up his law practice at Chicago. He quickly established a good practice. However, lack of
friends and absence of interaction between business people made him feel rather lonely. On 23rd
February 1905, Paul Harris formed the first club with three of his law clients — Silvester Schiele, a coal
merchant, Gustavus Loehr, a mining engineer and Hiram Shorey, a merchant tailor. The nucleus was
formed for thousands of Rotary clubs, which were later organized throughout the world.

Paul was the first President of the National Association and also for the International Association. Paul
Harris passed away on 27th January, 1947. The growth of Rotary Movement is a true tribute to its
founder who's fervent prayer was “God grant that my vision of the faults of men and nations be
dimmed and my vision of their virtues be brightened”. He was a friend whose heart was good, who
walked with men and understood. His was a voice that spoke to cheer, and fell like music on the ear.
His was a smile men loved to see. His was a hand that had asked no fee for friendliness of kindness
done. His is a fame that never ends. He leaves behind uncounted friends.

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Resources of Rotary International

One of the primary goals of Rotaract clubs is to provide service both locally and
internationally. Rotary International and The Rotary Foundation have a variety of programs,
activities and emphases to support the efforts of both Rotary and Rotaract clubs in
developing their service projects. The following section details Rotary International and
Rotary Foundation programs, activities and emphases and explains how your Rotaract club
can obtain additional information.

Project Database

The Rl Programs Department acts as a clearinghouse for information on club and district
service activities worldwide. Through its program publications and Projects Database,
programs staff can help Rotaractors develop effective service projects by sharing the
experience and knowledge of others from around the world. The Projects Database contains
several hundred project models and ideas along with project contact information and
resource organizations, providing concise information on Community, Vocational and
International Service projects. Rotarians and Rotaractors are encouraged to submit their
projects for possible inclusion so that others might benefit from their experience. To obtain
information from the Projects Database, contact the Programs Department at Rl World
Headquarters, specifying what types of project examples you are interested in receiving.

Interact

Interact is an international organization of service and social clubs for young people ages 12-
18 that fosters leadership and responsible citizenship and promotes international
understanding and peace. Each Interact club is sponsored by a local Rotary club — which acts
as an advisor — but clubs are self-governing and self supporting. Each year, Interact clubs
complete a community service project and a project that furthers international
understanding and goodwill. Interact is also a social organization. Interactors develop a
worldwide network of friends through exchanges with local clubs and those from different
countries. Interactors within a community serve as excellent future prospects for the local
Rotaract club.

Rotary Community Corps (RCC) Program

The Rotary Community Corps program encourages Rotary and Rotaract clubs to identify
service-minded non-Rotarians with leadership potential who require organizational and
technical assistance to carry out local community development projects. Through Rotary
club sponsorship, RCCs are organized and receive Rotary, Rotaract, or Interact assistance to
advance their projects. The purpose of the RCC program is to promote grass-roots, self-help
projects; develop local leadership abilities; maximize local resources; and use appropriate
cost- efficient technology.

Rotary Volunteers Program

The Rotary Volunteers program links Rotarians and spouses, Rotaractors, Rotary Foundation
scholars, and non-Rotarians with exciting volunteer opportunities in community and
international service projects. The Rotary Volunteers program is designed to create greater
awareness among Rotarians / Rotaractors of volunteer opportunities within their own and

other communities, provide expertise or skills not available within the community to service
projects, and increase and facilitate participation in all types of volunteer activities .

Rotary Youth Leadership Awards (RYLA)

Organized at the Rotary club, district or multidistrict level, RYLA seminars focus on topics of
interest to students and young professionals. Participants exchange ideas, explore career
paths, learn more about Rotary, gain insights for organizing youth and community service
projects, and discuss approaches for resolving family, social, and professional problems.

The connection between Rotaract and RYLA works on many levels. In some cases,
Rotaractors are selected by their Rotary clubs to participate in RYLA seminars. Rotaract clubs
may work with a Rotary club or district RYLA committee to organize the seminar. RYLA
seminars also provide Rotaract clubs with a pool of excellent candidates for Rotaract
membership.

World Community Service (WCS) Program

The purpose of the World Community Service program is to encourage international
cooperation; carry out projects to improve living standards and satisfy basic needs; and
increase international understanding and goodwill through professional, technical, and
material assistance. A World Community Service project is one in which two clubs from
different countries join forces to address a community need by providing international
funding, volunteer assistance, or material support. The World Community Service Projects
Exchange (754-EN) lists projects needing international Rotary and Rotaract club partners.
Rotaract clubs may also list projects that need support in the WCS Projects Exchange with
the endorsement of the sponsoring Rotary club. The WCS Projects Exchange can also be
found on Rl's Website.

Youth Exchange

The Youth Exchange program sends students of secondary school age to engage in study or
travel abroad

for up to one academic year in order to advance international understanding and goodwill.
Youth Exchange

students, typically between the ages of 15 - 19, live with host families and experience first-
hand life, culture

and education in another country. Sponsored by sending and receiving Rotary clubs or
districts, the

exchangees are selected according to guidelines and procedures suggested by the Rl Board.
Returned

Youth Exchange students are a great source of potential Rotaract members.

Group Study Exchange (GSE)

Awards are given to Rotary districts to send teams of four business or professional people to
visit another country for four to six weeks to study its business institutions, observe
professions as practiced in the host country, and experience a different way of life. The
Rotary Foundation provides funding for round-trip transportation. Host Rotarians pay
expenses directly associated with the visiting team's study tour. (Children and grandchildren
of Rotarians are not eligible for Group Study Exchange awards).

Discovery Grants

Discovery Grants subsidize the advance planning activities of Rotary clubs and districts
designing significant international service projects by contributing to the travel, food and
ancillary expenses of individuals selected by the sponsor club or district to travel from one
country to another to further such planning. Discovery Grants of up to US$3,000 permit
teams of Rotarians or teams of experts led by at least one Rotarian to travel to another
country for an unrestricted length of time.

Health, Hunger and Humanity (3-H) Grants

A 3-H Grant provides funding for large- scale (US$100,000 to US$500,000) one to five-year
international humanitarian service projects that are designed to improve health, alleviate
hunger, enhance

human and social development, and advance international understanding, goodwill and
peace. The project

must involve Rotary clubs from two or more countries. Rotaractors can participate in 3-H
projects, but

informally.

Helping Grants for International Humanitarian Projects

Helping Grants are designed to provide support for humanitarian service projects in areas of
the world where there is no local Rotary club or where a local club cannot significantly
contribute to a project. These grants provide up to US$15,000, matching one dollar for
every two contributed by a sponsoring club or district. Although projects may be funded and
monitored by Rotaractors, the Rotaractors' sponsoring Rotary clubs must approve and sign
Helping Grant applications.

Matching Grants

A Matching Grant offers matched financial assistance up to U5550,000 for the purpose of
advancing an international Rotary service project. These grants match international Rotary
/Rotaract club contributions or project funds raised jointly between the project's sponsor
club and an international Rotary or Rotaract club partner. Although projects may be funded
and monitored by Rotaractors, the Rotaractors' sponsoring Rotary clubs must approve and
sign Matching Grant applications.

Rotary Foundation Ambassadorial Scholarships

Rotary Foundation Ambassadorial Scholarships fund study in another country, during which
time scholars serve as goodwill ambassadors and are available to speak about their
homeland. Upon return, scholars give talks on their international experiences with an aim to
increase world understanding. Scholarships are available for one, two or three academic
years. In addition, there are cultural ambassadorial scholarships for intensive language
training and cultural study in another country for either three or six months. (Children and
grandchildren of Rotarians are not eligible for these scholarships)
